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Viburnum

* Viburnum is a genus of about 150-175 species
of shrubs or small trees in the moschatel
family, Adoxaceae. Its current classification is
based on molecular phylogeny.

* The fruit is a spherical, oval or somewhat
flattened drupe, red to purple, blue, or black,
and containing a single seed; some are edible
for humans, but many others are mildly
POISONOUS.
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Frangula

 Rhamnus frangula, (Frangula alnus), the Alder
Buckthorn, is a tall in the family Rhamnaceae. It is
native to Europe, northernmost Africa and western
Asia.

* Galen, a Greek physician of the 2" century A.D., knew
of Alder Buckthorn. All of these plants were credited
with the power against headaches.

 The bark has been used as a laxative. Bark for
medicinal use is dried and stored for a year before use,
as fresh bark is violently purgative; even dried bark can
be dangerous if taken in excess.

* Colchicum autumnale, commonly known as
autumn crocus, meadow saffron or naked lady, is
a flower that resembles the true crocuses, but
blooms in autumn. The name "naked lady" comes
from the fact that the flowers emerge from the
ground long after the leaves have died back.

e Colchicum plants are poisonous due to their
colchicine content. The symptoms of colchicine
poisoning resemble those of arsenic and no
antidote is known.
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
